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Windows Vista has just been released and the following are my recommendations concerning running BPR software applications in the Windows Vista environment

1. Installing BPR Applications from the Installation CD
· Set "User Account Control" (UAC) off. This is done via Control Panel, 
User Accounts

· Set up a user account that has administrator privileges and a password

· Using this account, all the BPR software can then be loaded in the normal manner (if you  don't turn UAC off our install software just sits there doing nothing ....so it's fail safe)

· You may wish to operate with UAC off, however I suspect IT administrators will want it turned back on .... and that is OK.... but do it after our software has been installed

· The normal user must now be given full control in c:\sunbelt (and 
sub-directories), and the dataset (and its sub-directories) 

· Any software upgrades can now be applied, but make sure that the patch file is downloaded to a folder with a short file name on the local c: drive (e.g., c:\temp)
2. Upgrading BPR Applications for use in Windows Vista
If the BPR applications are already on a non-Windows Vista PC, and that PC is then upgraded to Windows Vista, any BPR software upgrades should now be applied, but make sure that the patch file is downloaded to a folder with a short file name on the local c: drive (e.g., c:\temp)
The latest available Software Upgrades (as at 17.5.07)  must be applied for the BPR software to work correctly under Windows Vista
